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Presidents Letter 2008

This past year was a year of great accomplishments at the Sriphong Phukaoluan Foundation. The
Foundation Community Center was opened which includes our library with hundreds of books and
magazines for both children and adults. We also furnished our medical clinic, and have been
providing free medical exams on a weekly basis. Our computer learning center now is operational,
with computers donated from local businesses. However, we face new challenges.

Over the course of the past year we have heard from many of the families that they are struggling
financially. While most of the children are in school and their family lives stabilized, many of the
families responsible for their care are having economic difficulties. Many of these hard working
people can not cope with sky rocketing price increases in rice and other food staples, and with
unstable employment opportunities.

In response to their needs, Foundation Director Mr. Robert Reynolds spearheaded the
establishment of the Foundation Community Bank. This bank is run on the same concept as the
Nobel Prize winning Grameen Bank started by Mr. Mohammed Unnis. The bank makes micro loans
to the families to start or expand their business, and the loans are guaranteed by other Foundation
families. Mr. Reynolds raised the necessary funds to start the bank, which has been set up as a
separate entity of the Foundation, with its own Executive Board and bank account, Currently, the
Foundation has funded 12 new businesses, with numerous applications pending. Before approval, all
applicants are required to take preparatory training courses in business management and technical
skills. Our goal is to provide the opportunity for our families to improve their knowledge, skills and
become more self sufficient.

The Foundation continues to expand its presence throughout the community and this year took
part in several projects in environmental protection, social welfare and the protection of children
with other organizations and government ministries. We are proud to have sponsored the “Clean
Krabi Province” project this fall. Ten villages were selected out of many hundreds who competed to
have the cleanest and best kept village. The Phukaoluan Family generously donated 1 million baht to
fund this program which was administered by the Foundation. Each of the top ten villages received
an award of 100,000 baht, which was presented at a ceremony honoring His Majesty the King on his
birthday on December 5, 2008.

We have been fortunate to have the widespread support of the local community, including local
businesses, Krabi municipal and provincial authorities and private organizations, such as Projects
Abroad. Our overseas donors continue to be generous, even in difficult times, enabling our staff and
directors to institute these effective programs. In recognition of everyone’s hard work, the
Foundation was awarded the Number 1 Foundation for the Tsunami Affected Region for the 2™
consecutive year.

While the year 2009 looks to be challenging in face of the world economic difficulties, we will
strive to become even more efficient so our donations can have a more lasting affect. We want to
thank all of those who have helped us this past year, and invite you all to come see the Foundation
children and the benefits they have received. We wish you all a healthy new year for 2009.

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Foundation Accomplishments 2008

January 5- The first Foundation Day of the year celebrates the New Year. The children participate in

art projects and present the Foundation directors with a fruit basket. Representatives from the Red

Cross of Krabi Province preside over the affairs, and each family receives a set of towels, linens and
clothes. The children receive a toy and a Scout book on good behavior.

February The Foundation Community Center opens its new library. Stocked with hundreds of books
and magazines for children and adults of all ages. Books are available in Thai, English and Chinese,
with valuable reference books and school text books on all subjects from Kindergarten to university
levels. The Foundation directors donated a large number of the books along with a generous
donation from the Asia Foundation.

May The first Foundation Camp for 2008 provides two days of activities including a trip to Krabi
Airport with a tour of the control tower and an explanation of the operating systems of an
international airport. On the second day the children visited the Huay To National Park and its
famous water falls. Park rangers gave a talk on the ecology and the local trees and plants and the
need to preserve the environment. The children later cleaned up garbage in the park area to end the
day.

June_ Foundation sponsor Mr. John Webster, accompanied by Foundation directors and staff travel

to Bangkok to visit Miss Supaluck, Case 10/10 who had just successfully passed the entrance exam to
a full 4 year science technology university. Miss Supaluck does not have the financial resources to
attend university, and Mr. John Webster has agreed to pay for all of Mis Supaluck’s university
expenses, including tuition, room and board, books, and living expenses for 4 years. Miss Supaluck
will be pursuing a degree in medical nutrition.

July Foundation Director Mr. Robert Reynolds travels to Denver Colorado, USA to present his
academic research paper, “ The December 26, 2004 Tsunami, A Stricken Community Responds, Phi
Phi Island, Krabi, Thailand” to the annual Hazards and Disasters Research Conference. Over 400
PhDs and senior public policy makers are in attendance to discuss research on disaster relief.

August The Foundation receives the award for the Number One Foundation in the Tsunami Affected
Region for the second consecutive year. This award is presented by the League of Foundations of
Thailand, under royal patronage of His Majesty the King.

October The Foundation holds a 3 day camp for children age 7-14 at the Community Center. Over
the course of the 3 days, the children visit the opening of a new art museum, and later take art
lessons and make painting projects. Volunteers from Project Abroad hold a number of classes in

English language and conservation. After classroom instruction on the environment, they take the

children to a local estuary to plant mangrove trees.

The newly opened Foundation Community Bank holds a class on basic business management and

accounting for all prospective bank borrowers. Business plans were submitted and reviewed by a



group of accountants and business consultants from Krabi Consultants who reviewed each individual
application with the applicant to determine its viability and provide business guidance.

November The Foundations hosts a conference on Child Protection and Family Network Building
sponsored by Nokia. The participants included The Child Protections Rights Foundation of Thailand
(CPCR), the Department of Health and Social Services, and the Organization of Youth and Child
Development. Foundation families as well as other local families attended and took part in the
activities. The objective of the conference was to teach family values. Improve family
communications, and strengthen family ties.

December 5 _In honor of His Majesty the Kings birthday, the Foundation gives out awards to the
Top 10 Cleanest Villages of Krabi. The program “Keep Krabi Clean” was funded by a 1 million baht
donation from the Phukaoluan family, and administered by the Foundation. After inspection of all
the participating villages, the top ten villages were presented with a 100,000 award at a celebration
of the King’s birthday on December 5.

December 26 On the 4™ anniversary of the tsunami, the Foundation held an official ceremony
blessing the Community Center and honoring those who lost their lives to the tsunami. The Vice
Governor of Krabi was the keynote speaker, and the local schools provided Thai dancing and music
performances for the tsunami children and families. Over 250 people attended the memorial
service.

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FINANCIAL CONDITION — 2008

The Foundation expended a total of 7,708,497 baht for the year 2008, a 227% increase over 2007.
The majority of the increase in these expenses was the 5,610,256 baht for the reconstruction and
upgrading of the Community Center. This work accounted for 73% of the total Foundation budget
for the year. The funds for this construction of the Community Center are segregated (Bank account
#3) from the money donated to the Tsunami Child Sponsorship Program (Bank account #2). Separate
fund raising efforts have been launched to fund the two separate programs. For the children’s
program, the Foundation spent 2,098,221 baht in 2008, an 11% decrease over 2007.

Donations received for 2008 were virtually unchanged at 3,406,138 baht versus 3,414,791 in 2007.
It is expected that fund raising for 2009 will be more difficult in light of the current worldwide
economic difficulties. However, the work on the Community Center is nearly finished, and these
expenditures will drop off drastically for 2009. The bank balance for the Tsunami Child Sponsorship
Program at year end of 2008 stood at 9,166,166 baht. The operating costs of the children’s program
is expected to remain in the range of 2 million baht per year, so our bank balance provides a
generous cushion for our future expenditures in light of the lowered expectations of fund raising.
The focus for this year will be cost containment while still providing quality programs for the children
and the families.

The establishment of the Foundation Community Bank, a separate entity already fully funded has
established many income producing projects that are benefiting the tsunami families. This project
has a segregated bank account (bank account #4) and its programs are fully funded and self-
sustaining. The Directors are comfortable with the cash reserves of the Foundation’s children’s
accounts, and will make every effort to make efficient expenditures during this period of economic
uncertainty.



Case Study — 2008
Supaluck (Case 10/10) and Mr. John Webster-Sponsor

Supaluck was a 16 year old girl, whose mother died during the tsunami on Phi Phi Island. Her
younger brother, age one, also died during the tsunami that day. Her father, also working on Phi Phi,
survived but has not been able to provide sufficient support for Supaluck. She has been living in the
Talad Kao section of Krabi on the mainland with her grandparents, sponsored by the Foundation
with support of Mr. John Webster, of St. Motitz, Switzerland.

Supaluck initially had medical difficulties after the tsunami, suffering from stomach ulcers and skin
rashes. These symptoms were common amongst the tsunami children, who suffered under extreme
stress from losing family members and being relocated to new towns, living with relatives and
attending strange schools. Supaluck was treated by the Foundation medical clinic, and her condition
improved and she eventually settled into her new surroundings. She was a good student, who
enjoyed reading books. As she approached graduation from high school, she expressed her desire to
continue her education and attend university. But due to the difficult financial situation she was in,
this was beyond hope. Her grandparents struggled to take care of her as it was, and the cost of the
university education was out of the question. At age 18, she would also graduate from the
Foundation Tsunami Child Sponsorship Program and not be eligible for her monthly benefits.

Aware of her desire to continue her education, and her academic abilities, the Foundation
contacted Mr. John Webster who had already been a generous benefactor to Supalcuk and another
tsunami child. When her predicament was explained to him, he agreed to sponsor her 4 year
university degree. This included tuition, room and board, books and clothes and pocket money.
Supaluck took the entrance exam to the university in Bangkok, and passed, enrolling in the spring of
2008. She has enrolled in the Medical Nutrition Technology program and is working hard to fulfill
her dream of graduating with a 4 year degree in Nutrition Technology. With the support of the
Foundation and Mr. John Webster, her dream can come true.
